PEWSEY TENNIS CLUB – TENNIS PROGRAMMES 2008/09
INTRODUCTION:

The club has two fulltime coaches, Martin Wright & Jon Veale, both LTA qualified/referee qualified. In addition Jackie Libeling, Lauren Cook (currently trying for LTA Level 1), Jack Darvell (LTA Level 1 qualified) and Robert Guthrie also assist the coaches on a flexible basis.

Coaching and competitive tennis are the major objective for the club but we recognize that many members still play for pleasure. We have 5 solid school links through whom we market to young people. With 6 floodlit courts more tennis activity time is available. We are an accredited MiniTennis centre.
COACHING:

· Adult group/individual coaching is available all year round

· Currently we have 105 juniors taking group coaching and competition is being fostered by the creation of FOUR TEAMS (all famous tennis players’ names) with points awarded to the teams for a variety of reasons, winning, progression, attendance, court etiquette, understanding rules of tennis etc.
· Strong focus on juniors born 1999-2001 currently

· Pay and play sessions are run on Saturday mornings throughout the year

· School coaching occurs from March – July but the coaches also coach individuals daily at Marlborough College(public school)

· Holiday coaching held for two weeks in the summer across 3 age junior age groups

· Coaches are also on the look out for emerging talent and will try

To develop the talent via individual coaching initially but will link in with the county talent camp programme when appropriate.
